Evaluation Report
VISTA Competency Based Assessment Event - 17April 2008

1. Purpose

To provide report on the participant feedback for the VISTA event on Competency Based Assessment held at North Melbourne on 17 April, 2008

2. Attendance / response

41 people registered for the event with 38 attending.

Of the attendees, 20 provided evaluation / feedback.

3. Feedback

77% responders believed the event was very useful for them with a further 23% advising is was useful and none advised that it was not useful.
85% found the individual presentations and panel discussion was very useful to them whilst 15% found these to be useful.

Of the responders, 60% found the presentations (i.e. PowerPoints) to be very useful whilst 40% believed the presentations to be useful to them
4. Specific comments

Specific comments from participants advised the following:

Three participants requested more time to be allocated on questions and of these two requested more time to network with others.
