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	Overview of the assessment task and the project/theme it is linked to:
REEDYS SWAMP
The project will involve students working with the key land managers involved with the Reedy Swamp located on the Goulburn River near Shepparton.
Students will be working with the Dept. of Sustainability and the Environment, The City Of Greater Shepparton, GMLN/CMA, Parks Victoria and Community volunteers.

The students will be split into two groups with one group working on building nesting boxes in order to conserve the depleted breeding grounds for the Squirrel Glider the second group will be undertaking various audits and surveys of the Swamp and surrounds so that the wetland area can be assessed for infestations of noxious weeds such as Arrowhead and Willows prevalent in the swamp (if weather and conditions permit the students will engage in some eradication of these weeds). A survey of the Red gum seedlings in the swamp will also be undertaken as will monitoring of the water quality of the swamp. This group will also undertake a survey of the Giant rush that is used by waterbirds (mainly IBIS) for breeding. At the half way point of the project the two groups will swap roles. At the conclusion of the project all of the students will be involved in placing the nesting boxes in appropriate places throughout the swamp.
Students will also undertake training in the use of GPS Units to facilitate in the surveys being undertaken 
Student roles and responsibilities in relation to the task:
After initial briefings from the various agencies the students will define and plan their involvement in the project. Students will watch multi media presentations of people who have set goals and succeeded.
Students will participate in task planning discussions and carry out tasks in a group.

They will undertake training in identification of the pests and weeds present in the swamp.

They will undertake training in the proper use of chemical agents to control these weeds and pests.

They will build and install nesting boxes in the swamp area and surrounds. Students will be expected to maintain at least 80% attendance at all organised activities.

Students will document progress in workbooks and will complete any assigned and written tasks.
Students will collect evidence for a portfolio and will record all meetings via appropriate taking of minutes.

Students will communicate appropriately in a variety of forums and will develop the necessary communication skills and strategies to make informed decisions and resolve problems.

Level of teacher support:
